The current International Sailing Federation Racing 
Rules of Sailing with the prescriptions of US Sailing, current OCSA Sailing Instructions, 
applicable level or one design rules, and any supplemental sailing instructions will govern 
these races. Any unregistered boat is ineligible to race.
